Course Description:

This course is designed to meet the needs of students who achieved a numerical score of 100-119 on Advanced I of the Psychometric Exam, or students who have successfully completed Intermediate II.  By learning authentic texts, either in their entirety or abridged (1000-2000 words) versions, student will become acquainted with the complexity of learning English according to the curriculum of EAP—Advanced I, and learn and implement the structure of the research article.
Course Objectives:

The purpose of this course is to give students the opportunity to read and comprehend scientific articles. Advanced I students will:

· Be prepared for Advanced II level. 

· Acquire and promote the most effective English learning skills.

· Develop critical thinking by analyzing scientific academic tests.

· Learn the structure of the research article with emphasis on understanding the title, introduction, results, conclusions, and implications for future research. 

· Become acquainted with the abstract concepts and terminology, such as: contentions, implications, differentiating between opinions and fact, inference, and summary.

· Learn to use structural and contextual schemata to aid comprehension of the text.

· Learn to differentiate between text types (informal report, case studies, essays, etc).

· Develop their professional vocabulary. 

· Be engaged in a continuing examination of academic- level English, including: verbs, connectors, word order for emphasis, reduced relative clauses, etc.

· Examine contrasts and comparisons, examples and analogies, sequential organization, cause and effect, hypothesis and proofs, and reasoning, both educative and inductive.

· Learn to identify the writer's purpose, hypothesis, points of view, and messages.

· Learn to elicit information from graphs, examples, analogies, and contrasts and comparisons.

· Learn to ascertain the author's tone and style, and to understand their impact on the reader.

· Be involved in analyzing and discussing the writer's success in conveying the message and its applicability to Israeli science.

Course Requirements:

Students must:
· Attend 80% of the lectures
· Attend and actively participate in the weekly lectures
· Submit personal project

· Pass the midterm and final exams
