TORTOISES ARE SOCIAL LEARNERS, TOO

Anna Wilkinson started graduate school at the University of York, UK. During that time, she was studying bird cognition. Earlier, she had become fascinated by 3tortoises. She was also working in education and research at Flamingo Land Zoo in North Yorkshire, UK. There, she worked with primates. She still felt passionate about tortoises. She passionate had a pet. His name was Moses. 

In 2006, Wilkinson was attending a talk. In the talk, Geoffrey Hall explained how 7rats remember their way through a maze. Then she thought that her pet could do that. She asked Hall if a tortoise could do the same. So they decided to find out.  They made a maze. Then they put Moses in the center. Moses quickly learned to find his way around. He seemed to create a map. He took a different strategy. The warm temperatures made him alert. He conquered the maze.

12Then Wilkinson and Hall wanted to know why previous studies with reptiles were so poor. And they found the problem! The research had been done at cool temperatures. These temperatures caused reptiles to feel with less energy. Moses had performed at a warm temperature. She finished her dissertation. Then, she 16started a postdoctoral research at the University of Vienna, Austria. Wilkinson still had interest in reptiles. There, her supervisor was Ludwig Huber. He told her to follow her interest in reptiles. 

In 2007, they started the cold-blooded cognition lab. There Wilkinson and Huber 20found that tortoises are capable of social learning. The ability to look at another individual is important. It can alert you to potential predators or food. Tortoises just need to watch another tortoise walk around to find hidden food. They learn only by watching. This shows that social learning is not a specialist skill. It may be just a general learning capability.
